General Instructions  
 
1. Place the balloon on the deck where there aren't sharp objects,  
and where the balloon can be tied down after inflation.   
A 16+ square foot clear area makes the job go better.  
 
2. Unfold and position the balloon with the black fill tube up.  
 
3. Insert the blower and begin inflation. (See figure 2)  
 
4. At the same time secure balloon to the deck with using rope 
 attached to the "D" rings.  
 
5. Do not over inflate. The balloon should be full, but not  
bulging, the top should not be more than 1 foot above the  
seam of the side panel to the top.  A correctly filled balloon 
measures about 12 feet in height. (See figure 3)  
 
6. Disconnect the air source, twist and fold the fill tube and  
secure with the cable tie included or a length of line. 
 
 Warning:  Over inflation will damage the target balloon.   
 

 
 
  

 
 

Additional instructions for models with 
integrated, self-deploying drogue chutes. 

• NSN-6920D  
• NSN-6920DHR  

The (patent pending) drogue chute is weighted causing it to 
open and fill with seawater immediately after the balloon is 
deployed in the water. This feature keeps the balloon in an 
upright position, eliminates spinning, and dramatically 
reduces wind drift. The balloon will move with the prevailing 
current, however. (See figure 4)  

To recover balloons with drogue chutes, slowly pull the 
floating trip line until all the water is dumped, otherwise the 
weight of the filled chute could damage the balloon.  

The floating trip/recovery line attached to the bottom of the 
drogue chute "D" ring should not be used for towing.  
(See figure 5)  

If the balloon is going to be towed, disable the integrated 
drogue chute by cutting the blue sheet of PVC that forms the 
drogue chute bottom lengthwise in two directions using 
either a sharp knife or a pair of scissors. Be careful not to 
puncture the orange balloon material in the process.  
(See figure 6)
